1. Introduction

As approved by the MOE on February 13, 2006, these Terms of Reference (ToR) will govern the
Environmental Assessment (EA) of the proposed Western Vaughan Transportation Improvements
pursuant to subsection 6.1(1) of the EA Act. Essentially, a ToR is a work plan for doing the EA and once
approved by the Minister of the Environment, the ToR becomes a binding document, which must be
fulfilled by a proponent. As per condition #6 of the MOE approval dated February 13, 2006, this ToR
sets out in detail the requirements for the preparation of the EA, in accordance with Section 6(2)(c) of the

EA Act.

The City of Vaughan (City) initiated a study in accordance with Schedule ‘C’ of the Municipal Class EA
(2000) in January 2002 for obtaining EA Act approval for improvements to Pine Valley Drive between
Rutherford Road and Langstaff Road.

In early 2004, the Minister of the Environment received a number of letters, including one from the
Toronto Region Conservation Authority (TRCA), requesting that the study be elevated from a Class EA
to an Individual EA by an Order under s.16 of the EA Act. The Ministry of Natural Resources (MNR)
has also taken the position that the project should be undertaken as an Individual EA.

In response to these requests, the City had various discussions with the Ministry of the Environment
(MOE), the Regional Municipality of York (York Region), TRCA, MNR, and other Part II Order
requesters. Based on these discussions, City Council requested that the Minister of the Environment issue

an order requiring an Individual EA.

The Minister of the Environment reviewed the proponent and stakeholder input received and issued an
order dated July 16, 2004 requiring an individual EA.

2. Identification Of The Proponents

York Region will be the proponent for the Western Vaughan Transportation Improvements EA. The City
currently has jurisdictional authority over Pine Valley Drive from Langstaff Road northerly to Rutherford
Road. As per condition #5 of the MOE approval dated February 13, 2006, any alternative proposed to be
located through Boyd Conservation Area is excluded from consideration. As such, the City has no
jurisdictional authority over any road section to be considered for improvement as part of this EA and

therefore have withdrawn as a co-proponent on this EA.

York Region has identified road improvements to Pine Valley Drive from Rutherford Road to Major
Mackenzie Drive in their current Ten Year Capital Works Program as a 2009 project. Since York
Region’s capital works project is adjacent to the City’s portion of Pine Valley Drive and functionally
related, a comprehensive assessment of the transportation needs within the overall larger corridor will be
undertaken at one time through this EA.

3. Purpose And Description Of The Proposed
Undertaking

3.1 Purpose of the Proposed Undertaking

Rapid growth in travel demand in this area of the City has been documented in the transportation analysis
done in support of Vaughan Official Plan Amendment (OPA) 400, the further transportation analysis
done in support of Vaughan OPA 600, and the partially completed Pine Valley Drive Class EA. York
Region’s Transportation Master Plan also recognizes growing travel demand in the Pine Valley Drive
corridor and the need for additional capacity. See Supporting Document No. 1 for a list of previous and
current transportation studies and Class EA’s relevant to this project.

According to previous transportation studies, much of the need for additional transportation capacity is
associated with the newly developed Woodbridge Expansion Area and planned Vellore Village
development, within which 47,000 new residents are planned and approved through Vaughan OPA 600.
However, any new transportation capacity in the Pine Valley Drive corridor would also attract trips
spilling over from the congested Highway 400 corridor.

The purpose of the proposed undertaking is to address the (reference to north-south has been removed as
per MOE condition of approval #3) transportation deficiencies in the Pine Valley Drive Corridor Study

Area.

3.2 Description of the Proposed Undertaking

Although the purpose of the proposed undertaking has been identified, the actual undertaking itself has
not been specifically determined yet. However, the undertaking may consist of a series of improvements
for enhancing (reference to north-south has been removed as per MOE condition of approval #3)
transportation capacity, efficiency, and levels of service in the Pine Valley Corridor.

The proposed undertaking will be defined as the City/Region proceed through the EA process. With this
in mind, the City/Region commit to providing a clear description of the undertaking in the EA.

3.2.1 Pine Valley Drive Corridor Study Area

As part of these ToR, an initial Pine Valley Drive Corridor Study Area was developed and is shown
within its Regional context in Figure 1. The Study Area represents almost the entire western half of the
City and is generally bounded by Highway 400 to the east, the proposed Highway 427 extension corridor
to the west, Teston Road to the north, and Highway 407 to the south.

Highway 400 is immediately east of the Study Area. The corridor being considered by the Ministry of
Transportation (MTO) for the future Highway 427 extension is immediately west of the Study Area.
These east and west boundaries encompass an 8 km width which includes all of the north-south arterial
roads (Highway 27, Islington Avenue, Pine Valley Drive, and Weston Road) between Highway 400 and
the planned Highway 427 extension corridor and provides for a full range of reasonable alternatives to be
considered in the EA for addressing the purpose of the undertaking. The newly developed Woodbridge
Expansion Area is bounded by Islington Avenue to the east, the Humber River to the west, Rutherford
Road to the south and Major Mackenzie Drive to the north and is entirely within the Study Area (see

Figure 2).

Most of the planned Vellore Village development area identified in approved Vaughan OPA 600 is west
of Highway 400 and bounded by Teston Road to the north, Rutherford Road to the south, and Pine Valley
Drive to the west. Since Teston Road is the north limit of the planned urban area for Vellore Village and
no further urban development in the City is currently planned north of Teston Road, utilizing it as the
north boundary of the Study Area is appropriate for addressing the transportation needs. In addition, the
Region of York’s Transportation Master Plan has identified the need for road improvements to Pine
Valley Drive between Langstaff Road and Teston Road within the 2021 planning horizon.

Since much of the north-south traffic within York Region distributes itself east west along either Highway
7 or Highway 407, utilizing Highway 407 as the south boundary of the Study Area is appropriate for
addressing the transportation needs of the Corridor. The Region’s planned rapid transit along Highway 7
and the Province’s planned transit service along Highway 407 provide logical links for transit alternatives
to be considered in the EA and also support the rationale for the south boundary of the Study Area.

(Pursuant to MOE condition of approval #1 and the broadened purpose of the undertaking, the EA will
be undertaken for an expanded study area. The westerly limit of the initial study area developed during
preparation of this ToR will be expanded during the EA to Highway 50 to fully assess potential east-west
improvements in addition to potential north-south improvements.)

3. Any afternative proposed to be located through the Boyd Conservation Area is
excluded from consideration in the Environmental Assessment (EA),

not secure approval of a firal undertaking. The Region of York and the City of Vaughan
are responsible for fulfilling the commitments autlined in the Terms of Reference and.
providing the appropriate level of quality regacding the future work to be completed.
