Historical Sketches of Centres of Settlement in the Study Area  

The following historical sketches of villages and hamlets in the study area are based on primary and 

secondary sources: 

 

 Brownsville 

This village was situated on Islington Avenue on the Humber River on part Lot 5 Concession 7, Vaughan 

Township.  It was by-passed by the Toronto, Grey and Bruce Railway.  It contained a blacksmith shop, 

saw mill and foundry where small agricultural equipment and mill irons were made.  The community was 

named after the family of John Brown who settled here in 1826 (Reaman 1971:190). 

 Elder Mills (Elder’s Mills) 

This village was situated on the Humber River on part Lots 15 and 16 Concessions 8 and 9, Vaughan 

Township.  The first settlers arrived here during the 1830s. Elder Mills contained a school, church, post 

office, saw, grist and carding mills.  The village was named after the family of David Elder who bought 

the mills in 1869.  The last mill here closed in 1927.  The village was served by the Toronto, Grey and 

Bruce Railway which was constructed in 1870 (Reaman 1971:105; Brubacher 1977:141-143).  

 Kleinburg (Klineburg, Klinesburg) 

This post office village was situated on the Humber River on part Lots 24 and 25 Concession 8, Vaughan 

Township.  The village formerly consisted of two parts. One part was named after John N. Klein who built 

a flour mill here in 1847, and the other part was known as Mount Vernon.  Registered plans of 

subdivision for this village date from 1848-1857.  The two villages were united in 1890. Kleinburg was 

served by the Toronto, Grey and Bruce Railway.  It contained two telegraph offices, a church, a tannery, 

grist mill, three sawmills, a stave factory, three hotels, six stores and several other small businesses. 

H.S. and W.P. Howland were the largest landowners within the village.  The post office was opened 

under the name “Klineburg” in 1852, but was changed to “Kleinburg” in 1857.  The population was about 

400 in 1873. (Crossby 1873:160; Reaman 1971:107-110; Weber 1985:125-131; Winearls 1991:714-715; 

Scott 1997:122; Rayburn 1997:184).  

 Nashville 

This village was originally called “East’s Corners” but around 1870, it was renamed.  Nashville was a 

station on the Toronto, Grey and Bruce Railway.  The village contained a hotel, grain elevator, lumber 

yard, coal and wood yard, blacksmith shop, store, post office, and Presbyterian Church (Reaman 

1971:112-113; Rayburn 1997:236).  

 Pine Grove 

This post office village was situated on the Humber River on part Lots 9 and 10 Concession 7, Vaughan 

Township.  It contained a flour mill, a small Anglican Church and burial ground, school and post office.  

The first mill was built by John Smith (Schmidt) who settled here in 1828.  This mill was taken over by 

John Gamble, and later purchased by the Toronto distillery firm of Gooderham and Worts who also 

owned a large amount of the land surrounding the village.  The mill was still operational in the early 

1970s. The post office was established here in 1837.  The population was about 250 in 1873 (Crossby 

1873:250; Reaman 1971:114-115; Weber 1985:145-150). 
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 Purpleville 

This post office village was situated on part Lot 25 Concession 6, Vaughan Township.  It contained a 

Methodist church, Presbyterian church, school, Temperance Hall, two stores, blacksmith, and a post 

office.  The post office was operational between 1866 and 1931.  The population was approximately 100 

(Crossby 1873:263; Reaman 1971:116; Brubacher 1977:127-129). 

 Vellore 

This post office village was situated on part Lots 17 and 18 in Concessions 5 and 6, Vaughan Township.  

The first settler here is thought to have been John Frank in the early 1820s. Vellore contained a post 

office which was operational between 1864 and 1916, a school, the township hall, stores, blacksmith 

shop, wood-working shop and wagon maker.  The population was 100 in 1873 (Crossby 1873:346; 

Reaman 1971:124; Brubacher 1977:159-161). 

 Woodbridge 

This “flourishing” post office village was originally known as “Burwick,” temporarily as “Vaughan,” and 

then renamed “Woodbridge” in 1855.  It was situated on the Humber River on part Lots 7, 8 and 9 in 

Concessions 7 and 8, Vaughan Township.  It was served by the Toronto, Grey and Bruce Railway. It 

contained three churches, a school, stores, hotels, an Orange Hall and two telegraph offices. Due to the 

proximity of water power, several industries were attracted to the community including saw mills, woollen 

mills, and manufactories for iron castings, mill machinery, agricultural implements, engines, boilers and 

wooden wares.  The most important manufacturer in the area during the second half of the nineteenth 

century was John Abell who operated an agricultural implement factory and employed more than 200 

workers.  The population numbered about 1,000 in 1873 (Crossby 1873:362; Reaman 1971:124-128; 

Brubacher 1977:149-152; Scott 1997:249; Rayburn 1997:379).
